Professional Development Training (PDT)
Take your Air Force ROTC experience up a notch and
experience one of our summer programs. When you
return to school next year, you will be able to tell your
friends that you did something truly amazing. We have
many programs to choose from. Read through the list
to become familiar with them so you can take
advantage of the great opportunities that these
summer programs have to offer.

Eligibility
To be eligible for PDT a cadet must:
® beaUScitizen

® meet military/academic retention standards
at nomination and prior to departing for PDT

® De returning to school in the fall (for at least
one term)

® not be pursuing an enrollment allocation
(i.e., attending Field Training in 2009)

® not be a student in the Airman Education &
Commissioning Program (AECP)

®  not be a special student (as defined by
AFROTCI-36-2011, Administration of Senior Air
Force ROTC Cadets)

® not have participated in the same PDT in the
past

In addition, each PDT has specific requirements that must
also be meet.

ALl PDTs fall into one of three categories.

Category | - open to General Military and Professional
Officer Course students (exceptions noted above]
Category Il - open to Professional Officer Course
students only [exceptions noted above)

Category Ill - open to Professional Officer Course
students on AFROTC scholarship (exceptions noted
above)

Air Force Academy Freefall (AFAFF)

Air Force Academy Freefall (AFAFF) is a rigorous 12-
day parachute training program comprised of
strenuous physical training, conditioning, ground
school and five freefall jumps from 4,500 feet. It is the
largest freefall parachute course in the Department of
Defense. Some physical requirements and limitations
include: min age 18, pass your physical fitness test,
hold a chin up for 10 seconds, a maximum weight of
215lbs.

SOAR

This 15-day program (located at the US Air Force
Academy] is the largest glider operation in the world.
The SOAR program provides a motivational experience
for selected cadets to experience soaring in the TG-
10B (L-23 Super Blanik] which familiarizes them with
aircraft controls. There is a weight limit of 215lbs and
limited space makes this a very competitive program.

Space Orientation (S0)

The objective of Space Orientation (S0]) is to orient
cadets to the fundamentals of space power
applications, capabilities and employment. Located at
the US Air Force Academy, cadets will explore current
AF space mission areas.

International Immersion Program (IIP)

Operation Air Force (OPS AF)

The Operation Air Force (OPS AF) program is a three-
week program designed to give cadets the opportunity
to experience firsthand everything an operational Air
Force base has to offer. Cadets are immersed into the
Air Force way of life on an Air Force base through the
use of tours, receiving hands-on experience, and by
shadowing Air Force personnel in a variety of career
fields. Ops AF locations include stateside and
overseas Air Force bases. This program is mandatory
for four-year Type 1 and Type 2 scholarship cadets
during their first summer break.

CATEGORY I

Operation Air Force - 0SI (OPS AF - 0Sl)
This program is aimed at cadets interested or selected
for the Office of Special Investigation (OS] career field.
This program requires a secret security clearance.
The intent of this program is to shadow an 0SlI officer
and make every attempt to accomplish your career
field interview (necessary for entrance into OSl).

Cadet Combatives Course (CCC])

This training is highly physically and mentally
challenging. During this 12-day course, cadets will
receive individualized hand-to-hand unarmed combat
training at Kansas State University. Cadets must have
a Physical Fitness Test score of 85 or higher to apply
for this training.

Cadet Cultural Immersion Program (CCIP)
The objective of the Cadet Cultural Immersion
Program (CCIP) is to enhance cross-cultural skills by
exposing cadets to different cultures and languages.
This program does not have a language requirement.
A passport (and possible visa) is required upon
selection. This is a 2-week program where cadets in
the past have traveled to Brazil, Czech Republic, India,
Morocco, South Africa or Turkey.

Cadet Summer Language Immersion
Program (CSLIP)

Cadet Summer Language Immersion Program (CSLIP)
is a four-week program designed for cadets with at
least two full years of college-level studies in a
specific foreign language. This program is managed by
the US Air Force Academy and has formerly focused
on Arabic, Chinese, Japanese and Russian.

Olmsted Cultural Immersion Program
(OCIP)

The Olmsted Cultural Immersion Program (OCIP) is a
two-week program managed by the US Air Force
Academy (USAFA] in which cadets travel with USAFA
cadets to a non-English speaking country and are
exposed to foreign cultures and languages (formerly
the Balkans, Brazil, China/Japan, Ethiopia/Rwanda,
Thailand and Vietnam/Cambodia).

Field Engineering and Readiness Lab

(FERL)

The Field Engineering Readiness Laboratory (FERL] is
a five-week program that provides opportunities for
selected civil engineering (CE]) majors. Cadets must
have a secret security clearance to apply for this
program. The first phase of this program consists of a
two-week temporary duty (TDY) assignment to an Air
Force base where cadets will be exposed to an active
duty CE squadron in action. The second phase (located
at the US Air Force Academy) is the three-week FERL.

Global Engagement (GE)

Global Engagement (GE] located at US Air Force
Academy is designed to provide cadets the
fundamentals of contingency operations.
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
